Fire-Roasted Tomato Basil Bisque at Progressive Direr 2009

| created this recipe as | went, so the measurements are approximate. Also, | doubled the amounts
below to make sure there was enough. There was!

Ingredients:
1 Can Family Size Campbells Condensed Cream of Tomato Soup (26 0z)
1-1/2 cans Evaporated Milk (Fill just under %2 of the empty Cream of Tomato Soup can
V-8 Juice (add to evaporated milk in tomato soup can to about 2/3 — 3/4 full level
Water (add to other liquids in tomato soup to just below the top)
2 Cans Fire-Roasted Tomatoes
Fresh or dried basil *See note

Combine liquids with tomato soup in sauce pan and whisk until well blended. Add Fire-Roasted to-
matoes (including juice) and basil. Simmer several hours to let flavors blend, stirring occasionally.

Serve with croutons. My favorites are “Fresh Gourmet Roasted Garlic Foccacia Croutons” from
Costco.

I've read that sour cream can be used in place of milk. That might be an intriguing variation!
